37TH ANNIVERSARY CELEBRATIONS OF THE

VIGRAHA PRATHISHTA OF DEVI SREE RAMAMBIKA
VIGRAHA PRATHISHTA DAY – THURSDAY, 25TH APRIL 2013

By the Grace and Blessings of Supreme Shakti Devi Sree Ramambika, the 37th Anniversary celebrations of the Vigraha Prathishta of Devi Sree Ramambika will be celebrated in Shaktinagar with five days programme - Monday, the 22nd April to Friday, the 26th April 2013.
Udayasthamana Sree Lalitha Sahasranama Yajna, Sree Maha Ganapathy Homa, Sree Chandika Homa,  Devotional songs, Ceremonial procession of Utsava Murthy seated in the Ratham and Kolu festival in the Gudies  are  the salient features of the celebrations.
The worship of Divine Mother in Her ‘Archa Form’ is a mode of sadhana to preserve the Bhava of reverence and to constantly remember that Mother is the incarnation of Supreme Shakti.  Such Bhava and remembrance form the very base of spiritual mansion for the seeker of salvation who depends upon Mother’s Saving Grace.  The Shrine dedicated to Divine Mother apart from being an institution of prayer and worship, is an institution of higher Adhyatmic Sadhana.  It will be a spring board to spiritual vision and mystical experiences for the earnest seekers who attune themselves to Divine Presence.

The function of a temple of God is that of a unifying sadhana and for promotion of spiritual unity of all beings.  The posterity who approach Mother’s shrine will find the Deity easily accessible to prayer, simple trust and devotional worship.  The Deity they worship is not a mythological Deity, not an abstract Presence, but the Divine Who assumed the human incarnation in the world of mortals and who has sacrificed Herself for the sake of whole Mankind.

March 4th, Advent Day Celebrations – A Report.

The celebrations recorded a grand and glorious success by the Grace of Devi Sree Ramambika.  Divine Presence could be palpably experienced all through the celebrations – A joy welling up within, a soothing peace silencing the turbulent minds, a healing touch infilling the inner being with Divine bliss.  At the Advent time, deeply meditating devotees could feel the flood of Divine Vibrations emanating from the shrine of Devi Sree Ramambika making the whole atmosphere vibrant with Divine Presence.

Akhanda Mahamanthra Japa Yajna is a form of sadhana to enrich the inner being with spiritual powers and surcharge the atmosphere with Divine Vibrations to ward off evil effects and to lift the soul to higher consciousness.

As an Utsava Murthy She mingles with us, listens to our prayers and problems, shares our joys and sorrows and blesses us with Ambrosia of love, joy, peace and bliss of Her Sannidhya.

Divine Mother Says, “Look upon the image as the Supreme Being.  Have the Bhava that God is there to receive your worship in person.  When Bhava-Chakshu opens you will see the image full of life, as the personification of Brahma Chaithanya itself.”
